The forward saloon is the heart of the boat — a warm and inviting space
perfect for relaxing after a day’s cruising. The large L-shaped dinette seats
several people comfortably for meals or games and effortlessly transforms
into a bed for overnight guests. A multi-fuel stove adds a cosy touch, making
this space a snug retreat year-round.

The galley kitchen sits just beyond the saloon and includes a gas oven, grill,
hob, fridge, and stainless-steel sink, along with plenty of cupboards and
drawers for cookware and provisions.
